The 23–24 chamber music season will 
feature some exciting newcomers to 
the Athenaeum, including the Verona 
Quartet and cellist Santiago Cañón-
Valencia in their San Diego debuts! 
We’ll welcome back old friends the 
Maxwell Quartet and look forward to 
finally presenting the Valencia Baryton 
Project, originally scheduled to appear in 
the spring of 2022 (but postponed due 
to injury). Violinist Andrew Wan and 
pianist Charles Richard-Hamelin have 
performed in San Diego often in other 
combinations and settings, but never 
before as this dynamic duo.

And the season will open in spectacular 
fashion with the McGill-McHale Trio, 
featuring three of classical music’s 
brightest stars! We look forward to 
seeing you in a few months . . .

Here are the details:

The series is once again set in the 
intimate Joan & Irwin Jacobs Music 
Room inside the Athenaeum library. 
All concerts except the concert on 
October 29 begin at 7:30 p.m. and 
are preceded by a pre-concert talk 
at 6:30 p.m. (The first concert begins 
at 6 p.m.) All concerts are followed 
by a reception with the artists in 
the Sharon & Joel Labovitz Entry 
Hall.

Sunday, October 29: The McGill/
McHale Trio performs sonatas by 
Poulenc along with works by some 
of today’s most exciting composers, 
such as Valerie Coleman. Her 
Portraits of Langston, inspired 
by Hughes’s poetry, comprises 
intriguing pieces, including 
“Prelude: Helen Keller,” “Jazz Band in 
a Parisian Cabaret,” and “Harlem’s 
Summer Night.” This concert will be 
performed without intermission. 

Tuesday, November 21: The 
Valencia Baryton Project performs 
music written for the little-known 
baryton, which gives the traditional 
string trio an entirely new 
dimension. Music includes several 
pieces by Joseph Haydn.

Monday, December 18: The virtuoso 
duo Andrew Wan, violin, and 
Charles Richard-Hamelin, piano, 

present a program that highlights 
some of the most beloved works by 
Beethoven, Schubert, and Robert 
Schumann.

Thursday, January 25: One of our 
audience’s favorite string quartets, 
the Maxwell Quartet, performs two 
of the most revolutionary works 
for string quartet ever written (by 
Haydn and Beethoven) as well as 
a celebration of folk music from 
Scotland.

Monday, March 18: The Verona 
Quartet, called an “outstanding 
ensemble” by the New York Times, 
brings a program that travels from 
Britain to Bohemia and includes 
a nod to San Diego. It features 
quartets by William Walton, 
Antonín DvOřák, and SDSU faculty 
member Texu Kim.

Tuesday, April 30: Santiago 
Cañón-Valencia, a 2022 BBC Next 
Generation Artist and winner of 
the silver medal and “audience 
favorite” at the 2019 Tchaikovsky 
International Competition, 
performs an exciting and varied 
solo program, including Bach’s Cello 
Suite No. 2 and an arrangement of 
Albéniz’s Asturias.

M U R A L S  C O R N E R
BREATHTAKING NEW MURAL INSTALLED ON HERSCHEL IN LA JOLLA

Mukikmalim, Su’ulim, Chem-tema-ki’ay (Birds, 
Stars, Our Lands) by Gail Werner, is a painterly 
homage to the artist’s ancestral land and 
indigenous family history. Werner descends 
from three tribes located in San Diego County, 
Cupeño, Luiseño, and Kumeyaay, and the title 
of the mural is first written in the Cupeño 
language. Three unique birds, a Black-throated 
Sparrow, a Rock Wren, and a Cactus Wren, are 
visually woven into a vibrant and undulating 
landscape, rich with symbolic references.

The bird imagery is inspired by traditional 
Southern California Native American songs, 
called Bird Songs, and the accompanying dance, 
the Bird Dance. These songs and this dance 
weave a story of how the people came to be 
where they are and the accompanying journey 
that brought them to this land, which is said 
to parallel the migration of the birds. Beyond 
the birds, visual references throughout the 
mural continue to tell the story of these tribes: 

MURAL ARTIST PRESENTS HER EXPERIENCE BEYOND THE MURAL

a grinding rock, where women would grind 
acorns, can be found in the left frame, and 
the patterned symbols dispersed across the 
sky and around the central bird are inspired 
by the woven basketry design that Southern 
California Indigenous people, including Gail’s 
great grandmother, noted basket maker 
Salvadora Valenzuela, are recognized for. 

While this mural is a dynamic tribute to the 
artist’s ancestry, there is also a darker side to 
this history. As is part of the story with many 
Indigenous tribes, her forebears were forcibly 
removed from their ancestral village in 1903. 
In Werner’s reverence for this complexity, she 
thoughtfully interweaves these many elements 
to evoke a visceral sense of journey and place.

Werner uses a combination of painting, 
drawing, printmaking, and encaustic media in 
her artwork.

The Athenaeum is pleased to welcome Monique 
van Genderen for a special presentation of her 
career, process, recent projects, and 2020 mural 
Paintings Are People Too for Murals of La Jolla on 
August 1. The reception at 5 p.m. is followed by 
an artist’s talk at 6 p.m.

Van Genderen’s work tends to challenge 
the expectations of painting through scale, 
material, and illusion. Her work focuses on 

abstraction through color, reflection, and 
transparency with various types of paint and 
nontraditional materials. 

Paintings Are People Too is a reconsideration of 
what it means to be human in the social climate 
of today. By utilizing her vertical paintings as 
stand-ins for people, Van Genderen reflects 
on some of the pressing issues facing our 
citizenry, the dehumanizing effects of new 
communication technologies, and the physical 
displacements happening in urban centers.

Van Genderen lives and works in La Jolla and 
Los Angeles and is an associate professor at UC 
San Diego.
