LISTENING STATION BRINGS MEMBERS HOURS OF PLEASURE FROM OUR LP COLLECTIONS

A listening station for Athenaeum members is now available!

Acquired in response to the resurgence of interest in vinyl, as well as the requests of members
to listen to music in the library, the station gives members another option to investigate the
Athenaeum’s 4,000-plus LPs or 10,000-plus compact discs in a variety of genres, including
classical, jazz, and world music, in the comfort of our Music Room.

In addition to playing 33, 45, and 78 rpm records and compact discs, the system we purchased
has a lot more to offer. Because it is Bluetooth compatible and transmits wirelessly, music can be
streamed directly from a smartphone or tablet. It can also digitize LPs and compact discs to MP3

files for storage on a USB drive.

Athenaeum members can use the listening station with headphones on a first-come, first-served
basis for a period of one hour, which can be adjusted subject to demand. All you need to do is stop

at the front desk to sign in.

We hope our members take advantage of this new listening option; be sure to ask about it during

your next visit!

Continuum presents an intimate view into

the lifework of Faiya Fredman (1925-2020),
whose 70-year art career produced an
ambitious and eclectic body of work driven
by experimentation with unusual formats
and unconventional materials. Her large and
varied works include paintings, sculptures,
drawings, prints, installations, and artist’s
books. A graduate of UCLA, Fredman juggled
marriage and raising a family with the rigors
of developing cutting-edge art. Her final body
of work combines goddess imagery, vintage
puppets, narrative forays into surreal worlds,
and hybrid works combining graffiti with
botanical imagery.

Fredman’s work can be found in many public
and private collections, including MoMA, the
San Francisco Museum of Modern Art, the Art
Institute of Chicago, Museum of Contemporary
Art San Diego, and numerous others.

Derek Boshier: Occupations

British-born artist Derek Boshier presents a
visual survey of various occupations rendered
in his characteristic heads. “I have of late been
making many drawings from the size in this

exhibition to larger seven-foot drawings,” he
describes.

Boshier first came to prominence with his
paintings as a student at the Royal College of
Art in London in the early 1960s with fellow
students David Hockney, Allen Jones, R.B. Kitaj,
and others in the British Pop Art movement.
Subsequently he has worked in other media:
drawing, printmaking, film, books, three
dimensional objects, installations, and
photography among them. His graphic work
with popular music groups such as The Clash
and with David Bowie have brought his work
to a wider audience.

Boshier was awarded an Honorary Fellowship
from the Royal College of Art, London in 2016,
a Guggenheim Fellowship in 2017, and an
Honorary Doctorate of the Arts from Solent
University in Southampton, UK, in 2021. In
addition to his art practice, Boshier has a
long and distinguished record as an educator,
teaching at the Central School of Art and
Design, London, 1963-1979; the Royal College
of Art, London, 1973-1979; the University

of Houston, 1980-1992; and CalArts in Los
Angeles, from 1997 to the present. He lives and
works in Los Angeles.

Paper Print Bind is a celebration of the
transformation of paper and its importance in
many inventive art processes and creations.

It presents a carefully curated array of
contemporary artworks made with paper by
renowned regional and international artists.
The common thread throughout this exhibition
is the use of the traditional medium of paper in
contemporary practices that empowers artists
to bind, print, and create artworks out of paper.
All the artists exhibiting in Paper Print Bind
share a history of teaching, collaborating, or
taking part in the Athenaeum’s collections

and classes. Thus, this exhibition serves both
to celebrate our alliance with artists in the
paper community at large and to feature the
Print Studio and papermaking studio in the
Athenaeum Art Center in Logan Heights.

The exhibition also showcases AAC Manager
Griselda Rosas and Print Studio Manager Sibyl
Rubottom’s selections from the Athenaeum
Music & Arts Library’s Erika & Fred Torri
Artists’ Books Collection. Of special note are
Mary Ellen Long’s suspended Cloud, Root, Paper;
Brighton Press’s When There Were Trees: A Poem,
featuring poetry by Nancy Willard, prints by
Michele Burgess, and paper colors by Merilyn
Britt; Peter & Donna Thomas’s Paper from Plants;
and Mary McCarthy and Shirley Veenema'’s
Al-Mutanabbi Street: Artist Book Project, about a
Baghdad historic book market destroyed in
2007. Elaborating the paper theme further,

several of Jean Lowe’s elegant papier-méaché
sculptures from the Athenaeum Permanent
Collection will be on view.

In conjunction with this show, we will be
exhibiting master printer Jim Machacek’s
Rhapsody in Blue series in the Print Studio.

The Athenaeum will participate in San Diego
Design Week (September 21-25) with special
activities at both the Athenaeum library in La
Jolla and the Athenaeum Art Center in Logan
Heights.

their families inspired by Faiya Fredman’s
works and lifelong interest in and support
for childhood art education at the museum
level. Join us on the patio and in the galleries
for crafts, including creating hand puppets
from found objects, drawing masks, making
a lenticular drawing, self-guided scavenger
hunts, and more. This is a free event.

Open House at the Athenaeum Art Center
Saturday, September 24, 11 AM-4 PM

The AAC opens its doors for special daytime
activities. In the Print Studio, Sibyl Rubottom
will give demonstrations of our various presses
and conduct workshops making small books
and prints. In the Art Studio, Judi Tentor will
guide participants through the hand paper-
making process using recycled materials

and plant fibers embedded with seeds. The
resulting seed paper will be both “plantable”
and printable.

Always a hub of activity, the Print Studio
used its collection of wood type to prepare a
pamphlet for the Paper Print Bind exhibition.

They used the wood type further to create a
warm welcome from the AAC to Executive
Director Christie Mitchell. The resulting

EXCITING, VARIED JAZZ LINEUP THIS FALL IN THE ATHENAEUM LIBRARY SOME COOL, SOME HOT, ALL STELLAR

The fall jazz series opens on Thursday,
September 29, with the Willie Jones III
Quintet, an all-star ensemble featuring Jones
on drums, past Tonight Show Band member
Ralph Moore on tenor sax, San Diego’s own
Gilbert Castellanos on trumpet, Sam Hirsh on
piano, and Luca Alemanno on bass.

An L.A. native who studied with West Coast
masters Billy Higgins and Tootie Heath, Jones
has career credits that are the definition of an
“in-demand” musician, having been chosen by
Hank Jones, Milt Jackson, Cedar Walton, and
Arturo Sandoval to be a core member of their
ensembles. In addition to his sideman gigs,
Jones has recorded eight albums as a leader.

Wednesday, October 12, brings the latest
incarnation of The Bad Plus, featuring
original members, bassist Reid Anderson
and drummer Dave King, plus guitarist Ben
Monder and tenor saxophonist Chris Speed.

Brilliant saxophonist Miguel Zenén plays on the Latin side of jazz on October 26.

For 21 years The Bad Plus has avoided easy
categorization, winning critical hosannas

and a legion of fans worldwide with their
creativity, unique sound, and flair for live
performance. The intensely collaborative band
is set to release their 15th studio recording
and debut self-titled album as a dynamic new
quartet on September 30.

The series concludes on Wednesday, October
26, with the Miguel Zenén Quartet. Brilliant
Puerto Rican-born alto saxophonist and
composer Miguel Zendn returns with his
stellar longtime quartet featuring Venezuelan
pianist Luis Perdomo, Austrian bassist Hans
Glawischnig, and Puerto Rican drummer
Henry Cole.

A multiple Grammy Award nominee and
Guggenheim and MacArthur Fellow, Zenén

is considered one of the most influential
saxophonists of his generation. He has also
developed a unique voice as a composer,
concentrating on perfecting a fine mix between
Latin American folkloric music and jazz.

LOCAL TALENT SOARS AGAIN THIS FALL

This increasingly popular series begins on
Friday, October 7, with a great crew: Singer,
songwriter, and rapper Billy Galewood has been
a major presence on the San Diego music scene,
tours nationally, and has written and performed
with longtime friend Jason Mraz. Violinist Jamie
Shadowlight often teams up on ambitious
ventures, such as music from West Side Story
with local trumpet master Gilbert Castellanos.
Award-winning guitarist Seawall Prophet’s five
albums represent a vast catalogue of original
and cover songs from beach rock and Cali-pop
to reggae, funk, punk, and blues.

On Friday, October 21, the acoustic jam
continues with exciting returning performers:
Guitarist/vocalist Tim Flannery performs
brilliant melodies and soaring harmonies.
Singer, songwriter, comedian, and Top 100
YouTube musician Wax offers a wide range

of styles—rap wordplay, heartfelt tales, and
inspirational numbers (see his Q &A on this
page). Jefferson Jay, originator of the series and
featured on over 50 CDs and numerous movie
soundtracks, never fails to please.

Crowd-favorites, guitar-percussion duo Jimmy
and Enrique return to the Athenaeum on Friday,
November 4, to create what Gig Town describes
as the “magical sound of two artists that sounds
like 6 people on stage.” They are joined by award-
winning singer-songwriter Gaby Aparicio, who,
inspired by her coastal Uruguayan and Italian
roots, blends many sounds in her bilingual
performances. The series ends with an exciting
set from Shakedown String Band. Hailing from
the laidback shores of Ocean Beach, the group is
rapidly garnering attention with their contagious
blend of Americana, soul, and bluegrass powered
by tight drums and percussion.

AN INTERVIEW WITH MIKE JONES AKA WAX

A: How would you explain rap music to someone who just
landed on our planet?

W: I think explaining music in general would be
difficult. It is audio that is organized by time and
pitch. I would have to explain that rhythm is time
divided into equal segments, and that for some
reason human beings have an affinity for that;

we just really like when time is divided into equal
segments. Maybe that is because of our connection
to the seasons, or the beating of our hearts? ... Then
I would have to spend an enormous amount of time
explaining pitch and melody, if that is even possible.
If I was lucky enough to teach that successfully, by
the time I got to the explanation of “rapping,” I think
the groundwork would have already been laid for
this alien to grasp that concept pretty easily.

A: What was it about growing up in Dunkirk, Maryland,
that caused you to travel west?

W: I actually didn’t move west on my own accord.
In 2006, my girlfriend at the time got a job in San
Diego and I figured “why not go with her?” She
ended up moving back to Maryland without me
shortly after that. I decided to relocate to Los
Angeles at that point to pursue my dreams as well
as improve my life in general. I was depressed and
drinking a lot in San Diego at that time, and I had to
get out of here. In Los Angeles I ended up finding a
ton of like-minded people from all over the world.
Believe it or not, my dreams kinda did come true. I
have been making music for a living since 2009, so
13 years now. I signed various record deals, toured
the world, had a number one hit song in several
countries—it has been a wild ride.

A: Jefferson Jay mentioned you had recently returned to
Ocean Beach from years of living in Los Angeles. What
prompted your move?

W: First off, I love Jefferson Jay, and [ want you to
include that in the interview! I have an identical
twin brother who lives in San Diego, and I am
extremely close with his entire family (he has a
wife and two kids). I moved back to SD from LA to
spend more time with them. The pandemic is what
prompted me to really make the move.

A: Your song “The Full Picture” (2021) is so moving, and
I noticed the effect it has on your followers on YouTube.
How do you feel when you read something like Jared

Moors’ comment, “This is one of those songs that I have to
listen to once in a while just to survive”?

W: Thank you for saying that, I am glad it had that
effect on you. Honestly I do not usually read the
YouTube comments because when I come across
negative criticism it can stick in my head and mess
with my creative process. People say, “Just don’t let
it get to you” but you don'’t really get to choose what
thoughts get stuck in your brain. Unfortunately, I
can read 100 positive comments and one negative
comment, and only the one negative comment will
stay with me. It sucks but that is how [ am wired

I guess. All that said, I am very touched by Jared’s
comment and it is a blessing that I have been able to
have a positive effect on people through my music.

A: You are a mean hand at metaphors. Did you grow up
writing poetry?

W: Thank you! I took a poetry writing class in
college once, but besides that my writing was all

in music form. I started writing raps when I was

10 or so. For whatever reason, I tend to think in
similes which is good for songs, poetry, comedy, etc.
Honestly poetry is rhythmic so I guess it isn’t even a
different thing.

A: Do you write down your impromptu raps?

W: If they are good I do. Many of my songs are little
pieces of improvised raps put together. Honestly,
writing is just slow improvisation.

A: You have a busy touring schedule and play lots of
festivals. What is it you enjoy about playing here at the
Athenaeum?

W: When I tour, I am generally playing at loud

rock and roll clubs full of drunk people who really
just want to dance and feel the vibrations of the
music. While I love performing in this type of
environment, my favorite type of show to play is
actually an acoustic show where everyone is seated
and attentive. When I played at the Athenaeum last
year, it was so much fun. People really pay attention
to every word of the songs so I have the ability to
do more storytelling songs and songs that wouldn’t
work as well in a club environment. I am very
excited to perform at the Athenaeum again!

Resurgence exudes expansive energy across an activated
ocean landscape. The work celebrates the twinned realities of San Diego’s
extraordinary biodiversity as both cause for celebration and vulnerable to
the threats of climate change and extinction.

Its stunning biodiversity combined with habitat loss and climate
change means that San Diego is home to one of the highest numbers of
endangered species in the United States. Resurgence includes species that
have been brought back from extinction, those under threat, and those
that have been lost completely. Rising from the center of the composition,
the dynamic main figure floats suspended in the midst of an ocean,
surrounded by a broad range of animal and sea life. Resurgence projects
a hypothetical future in which environmental harmony and potential
toxicity are intimately intertwined. On the one hand, the multitude of
creatures depicted in this complex ecosystem may be endangered or
extinct due to humankind’s destructive relationship with the natural
environment. On the other hand, other beings pictured in the mural
reveal the remarkable resilience of all living things and their ability to
bounce back when given undisturbed and nourishing environmental
conditions.

MINI-CONCERTS
WEEKLY MINI-CONCERTS IN LA JOLLA THIS FALL!

Under the direction of longtime Box Office Associate and Mini-Concert
Manager Lucy Peters and Executive Director Christie Mitchell, the
Athenaeum has expanded its noon Monday Mini-Concerts to weekly
events from September 12 to November 21.

Peters pointed out, noontime concerts date back to World War II,
when Dame Myra Hess used the emptied National Gallery to host free
noontime concerts for beleagured Londoners. The London Noontime
Concerts continue to this day, now held in St. Martin-in-the-Fields
Church in Westminster. The idea travelled to New York, where
Concerts at One are held Thursdays at Trinity Church on Wall Street.

In San Francisco, the concerts are referred to as “musical lunchbreak”
(NoontimeConcerts.org). In Chicago, weekly Wednesday 12:15
performances are named Dame Myra Hess Memorial Concerts.

The Athenaeum noontime concerts began on October 23, 1970, under
the guidance of Glenna Hazleton. Hazleton originated the idea of a
music series in response to a potential vote to sell the library’s piano.
The piano was saved and Monday Mini-Concerts were born. Concerts
included professional musicians, amateurs, and youngsters, carrying on
the tradition of the earlier Young Artists Concerts. For many years, the
concerts alternated between La Jolla and the Lyceum Theatre in Horton
Plaza. That has changed, but there is talk of expanding some version of
the series to the Athenaeum Art Center in Logan Heights.

Peters’ current playlist boasts a mixture of jazz, classical, and
barbershop.
